CONCORD TOWNSHIP BOARD OF TRUSTEES
REGULAR SESSION
October 12, 2021

The Concord Township Board of Trustees met in Regular Session at 10:00 a.m. on Tuesday, October 12,
2021. Trustee Tom Mercer called the meeting to order and led the Pledge of Allegiance. Trustee Neil
Rhoades and Don Pence was present as was Fiscal Officer Bill Whidden.

Minutes: Don Pence made a motion to approve the minutes of the meeting held on September 14, 2021
and was seconded by Neil Rhoades.

Guests: Troy Fire Chief Matt Simmons attended and noted a slight increase in Township responses for the
month of September. Also in attendance was Miami County Prosecuting Attorney Tony Kendall and
Assistant Prosecuting Attorney Chris Englert. They attended at the request of Trustee Pence to provide
guidance on how the Township might handle potential future problems, such as maintenance of vegetation,
garbage, junk vehicles, refuse, or other debris on property in the Township. They provided a sample Nuisance
Resolution Checklist and Sample Resolution and the Trustees agreed to review for potential future use.

Dan Suerdieck, Manager of Zoning and Planning for Miami County introduced a new employee on his staff,
Jackson Bennett.
